Sommer cruisesesongen i Geirangerfjorden startet 17. april med Le Bellot og frem til 13. november 
med Le Commandant Charcot, det er planlagt 152 (172 i 2023) anløp til Geiranger, 93 (87 i 2023) 
anløp til Hellesylt (pr 10.04.24).  
1 times varsel før anløp (kai/tender) Hellesylt på tlf.nr. 91 78 46 99. 
1 time varsel før anløp Geiranger på tlf nr. 99 10 20 79.  
 
I Hellesylt er det etablert ei ny fortøyningsbøye, i tillegg til eksisterende, for brest/akter fortøyning med 
holdekapasitet på 200T 
 
Drifting/manøvrering innenfor linjen Homlung – Lausneset er ikke tillatt. 
 
Fartøy tildelt pos 2(heading control) uten akterfortøyning, skal holde seg utenfor linjen Lausneset – 
Homlung og ikke være til hinder for inn/utgående trafikk. Hvor man da benytter maskin og thrustere for 
å holde pos/heading på skipet. Om ikke dette er tilfredsstillende, må fartøyet gå ut i pos. 1.  
NB!: For fartøy i pos 2(heading control) blir los på bro under hele havneoppholdet, samme som for 
fartøy som bruker Seawalk. 
 
Så langt i år, er det innmeldt 97 (101 i 2023) anløp til SeaWalken.  
Fartøy tildelt posisjon 4, benytter bøyene som vanlig.  
NB!: Loser som blir tildelt oppdrag til pos 4, gjør Dere kjent med «Føringer for bruk av SeaWalk - 
Cruisesesongen 2024» gitt av losdirektøren. 
 
Bøye i pos. 4, NE av indre bøye (ca 45 m mellom bøyene), skal fungere som en stabilisator for 
akterskipet. Denne bøyen (C) skal benyttes i tillegg til eksisterende indre bøye (B), og ikke alene for 
endring av f.eks. heading på skipet. 
 
Til sesongen 2024 blir de «gamle» hovedbøyene med T-pullert erstattete med nye bøyer med 
stjernepullert. Det blir i tillegg etablert ei ny bøye(D) (300T) ytterst i fjorden. Denne vil ligge mellom 
eksisterende bøye og land mot nord, med ca. samme avstand til innerste hovedbøye(B). 
 
NB! Dager der innkommende fartøy skal benytte samme posisjon som avgående fartøy, skal ikke 
innkommende fartøy under noen omstendigheter passere posisjon 1, før avgående fartøy har passert 
Grande på utgående!  
 
Det er ikke planlagt dager med Ankertilvisning for sesongen 2024.  
 
Opp i dalen, SE for Geiranger, står det en vindmåler. Vi håper at denne skal kunne gi oss tidlige varsel 
de dagene vi sliter med vindkast. I tillegg står der en vindmåler i Geiranger sentrum. Desse målerene 
finn en på Portwind.no. Geiranger S er oppe i dalen og Geiranger N er i sentrum. 
Vi viderefører også varslene frå Meterologisk institutt på siden https://luna.met.no   
(brukarnamn = KV og passord = Geiranger#fjord).

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1.   Formål

Definere føringer for sikker bruk av Seawalk. Føringene er gitt basert på hendelser som er 
rapportert i forbindelse med fortøyning til Seawalk og erfaringer fra loser i aktuelle 
Losoldermannskap.

2.   Hensikt og omfang

2.1 Hva

Føringene er gitt for å gi losene rådgivningsstøtte i forbindelse med planlegging av anløp til 
Seawalk og for å tydeliggjøre hvike krav som stilles når et fartøy ligger til Seawalk.

2.2 Hvem

Gjelder alle i loser med oppdrag som innbefatter planlegging av- og anløp til Seawalk.

3.   Beskrivelse

3.1 Krav til skip som ligger til Seawalk i Geiranger og Nordfjordeid

 Skal ha los på bro under hele oppholdet.
 Skal ha maskineriet klar til manøver på kort varsel.
 Skal være bemannet med brobesetning som umiddelbart kan manøvrere dersom 

forholdene tilsier det
(erfaring fra 2023 tilsier at brobesetning bør har god erfaring i bruk av thrustere/pod).

 Ved bruk av thrustere/poder skal evakuering av Seawalk/tenderbrygge/gangveier og 
suspendering av tenderoperasjoner vurderes fortløpende av kaptein, los og havn. Terskel 
for evakuering og suspensjon bør være lav.

 

3.2 Vindbegrensninger for bruk av Seawalk i Geiranger

 10 m/s eller mer for fartøy på 240m eller mer, og
 8 m/s eller mer for fartøy på 300m eller mer.

 

3.3 Vindbegrensninger for bruk av Seawalk i Nordfjordeid

 12 m/s eller mer for fartøy opp til 239m,
 10 m/s eller mer for fartøy på 240m eller mer, og
 8 m/s eller mer for fartøy på 300m eller mer.
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3.4 Referanse for vurdering av vind

Spesialvarsel «Luna», utarbeidet spesielt for både Nordfjordeid og Geiranger, skal brukes for 
vurdering av forventet vindstyrke.

Fastsatt av Fiskeri- og kystdepartementet 7. desember 2004 med hjemmel i lov 8. juni 1984 nr. 51 om havner og 

farvann m.v. § 6 annet ledd.  

 

§ 1. Virkeområde  

       Forskriften gjelder farvannet øst for E 007° 10 i Geirangerfjorden, jf. sjøkart nr. 127.  

       Forskriften gjelder lospliktige fartøy etter lov 16. juni 1989 nr. 59 om lostjenesten m.v. § 

13 med tilhørende forskrifter. Kystdirektoratet kan ved enkeltvedtak bestemme at forskriften 

også skal gjelde fartøy som ikke er lospliktige.  

 

§ 2. Melding  

       Fartøy som planlegger å gå inn i farvannet skal tidligst mulig, og senest en uke før anløp, 

sende opplysninger om fartøyets navn og kallesignal til Kystverket. Fartøy med særlige krav 

til sikkerhetstiltak skal opplyse om dette. For sommersesongen skal melding være gitt innen 

15. april samme år.  

 

§ 3. Tilvisning av ankringsplass  

       Fartøy som ønsker å stoppe i farvannet, skal følge Kystverkets tilvisning av plass for 

ankring eller fortøyning. Fartøy som ikke følger anvisningene kan pålegges å gå ut av 

farvannet.  

       Kystverket kan nekte fartøy å gå inn i farvannet dersom anløp ikke anses 

sikkerhetsmessig forsvarlig. Varsel om dette skal gis så tidlig som mulig.  

 

§ 4. Taubåt  

       I spesielle tilfeller kan Kystverket pålegge fartøy å nytte taubåt eller holde taubåt i 

beredskap i området.  

 



§ 5. Hastighetsbegrensning og aktsomhetsplikt  

       Høyeste tillatte hastighet i farvannet er 8 knop. Ved seilas og oppankring i farvannet skal 

alle fartøy utvise spesiell aktsomhet.  

 

§ 6. Lytteplikt på radio  

       Fartøy i eller på vei til eller fra farvannet, skal lytte kontinuerlig på VHF-kanalene 13 og 

16.  

 

§ 7. Dispensasjon  

       Kystdirektoratet, eller den det bemyndiger, kan i spesielle tilfelle dispensere fra 

bestemmelsene i forskriften. Søknad om dispensasjon sendes skriftlig til Kystdirektoratet én 

måned før fartøyets planlagte ankomst.  

 

§ 8. Straffebestemmelser  

       Den som forsettlig eller uaktsomt overtrer forskriften her, straffes med bøter etter lov 8. 

juni 1984 nr. 51 om havner og farvann m.v. § 28, hvis ikke strengere straffebestemmelser 

kommer til anvendelse.  

 

§ 9. Ansvar  

       Forskriften her medfører ingen endringer i det ansvar fartøyets fører ellers har i forhold til 

fartøyets fremdrift, navigering, manøvrering og ankring.  

 

§ 10. Ikrafttredelse  

       Forskriften trer i kraft 1. januar 2005.

Pursuant to section 3 of Regulation number 1634 dated 7 December 2004, the 
Norwegian Coastal Administration has established the following guidelines for 
port calls, anchoring and stern to mooring in the Geirangerfjord. 

 

 
1. Maximum length of ship using stern-to mooring at Lausneset (2) is 250 metres. 

 
2. Vessel LOA over 250m, alocated to position 2.(Heading controll) 

- vessel to stay outside the line Humlung – Lausneset 
- stay away from in and outbound traffic.(north side of the fjord)  

 
3. Maximum length of ship at sway position 3 (3S) is 180 metres. 

 

4. Minimum length of ship using stern-to mooring at Fonnaneset (3F) is 180 metres. 
 

5. If a vessel, allocated to position 4, due to weather, finds this position unsafe, position    
3S may be used if; 

- the vessel is the only vessel inside the line Homlung – Lausneset, and 
- NCA/Pilot approves change of position, and 
- the vessel is technically equipped (azipods/sternthrusters) for such operation, and 
- a combination of anchor and engine is used to maintain position. 

 

 

Allocation of anchor position 

 
 

1. On days when 4 or more vessels have port calls, anchor positions shall be allocated. 
 

2. Anchor positions will be allocated on days when dispensation is granted from the 
Guidelines

Kapittel 1. Innledende bestemmelser 

 

§ 1-1.Virkeområde

bestemmelsene. Med fritidsfartøy menes fartøy som har en største lengde på inntil 24 
meter, og som ikke brukes i næringsvirksomhet. 

Forskriftens bestemmelser om næringsfartøy gjelder ikke for politiets fartøy, 
brannvesenets fartøy, ambulansefartøy, forsvarets fartøy, fartøy med lege ombord eller 
fartøy i sjøredningstjenesten i forbindelse med utrykninger eller øvelser.

§ 1-2.Dispensasjon 

Kystverket kan gi dispensasjon fra bestemmelsene i forskriften. Dispensasjon skal 
være tidsbegrenset.

Bestemmelsene i forskriften gjelder ved siden av kommunale forskrifter om ferdsel 
med fritidsfartøy som er fastsatt etter havne- og farvannsloven § 8.

Pilot/Master exchange.  

Information to ships calling at Geiranger.  

Geiranger has special and unpredictable local wind conditions. It is therefore necessary to 

inform about necessary precautions during your stay.  

Mooring: (Aft mooring to bollards ashore or to the buoys in the Sea-walk).  

Make sure the hawsers are equally tensioned, and fed out as close to 
the center of the ship as possible. This is also important when the vessel 
is moored between the Sea-Walk buoys.  

  

All ropes must be fastened by brakes or on bollard, never on “tension”.    

  

Sea-walk: special precautions.  

When between the buoys, ship must be positioned so that the Sea-Walk 
can move freely in and out.   
(It is important not to stretch the SeaWalk too far.)  

  

Use aft gangway, - this gives the Sea-walk best possibility of movement.     

  

Watch keeping on bridge and in engine.  

Keep in contact with Geiranger port on ch. 13.    

Geiranger port will contact the ship if the wind increases.    

Always keep main engines ready on short notice, and consider having 
engines running if the wind increases.  
The “Officer of the watch” must be informed of the importance of this.  

  

Consider if the pilot should be present on the bridge together with the 
bridge team if the weather or wind conditions requires.  

  

The pilot leaves his mobile telephone number if he leaves the bridge.
